Double Fraction Knock out

Object of the game: To capture 5 pairs of the same fraction.

Materials needed:
* Gameboard and cards
* 2 different color beans or other markers — 10 or 20 for each player — or 2 different color dry-erase markers.

To play:

Draw a card and work the problem. Once you have the answer you can either capture that fraction, or any combination of
fractions that add up to that fraction. For example, if your answer is 6/7, you can capture

e 6/7,0r

e 2/7+4/7, or

e 1/7+2/7+ 3/7

To capture a fraction — but your bean on it or mark it with your color marker.

The next player does the same thing, but if they land on a fraction that you have already marked, they knock you off of that
fraction.

If you capture both fractions in a pair (the fraction on the top row and the one right under it) — that pair is “safe” you cannot
be knocked off.

To win:
First player to capture 5 pairs is the winner. (Or for a shorter game, you can say 3 pairs or whatever)

Note: You CANNOT capture both fractions in a pair on the same turn. For example, if your answer is 8/8, you cannot use it
to capture both 4/8’s

Print: 2-sided, flip on short side, black and white
